Diaries discuss gardening, housework, farming, family affairs, photography work, a
broadside advertising the estate auction at the Christenson farm (Morton County,
N.D.) and photographic images of animals, community events, people, home life and
agricultural scenes. Photograph formats include an album of photographic prints,
loose prints, glass plate negatives, and film negatives.

Office files, programs, financial records, photographs, scrapbooks, journals, and
ledgers.

10435 Greater North Dakota Association Records

A list of promotional motion picture film is available. Film consists of footage shot
between 1948-1963. Film contains footage shot for the Greater North Dakota
Association by Sebens and Snyder. Footage includes rodeos, farm and ranch life,
Medora, Theodore Roosevelt National Park opening, oil well opening, Jewel Bearing
Plant groundbreaking, Fargo Diamond Jubilee, and Melroe Manufacturing Company.
